MAY YARD C HECK  
 
1.  It’s probably about time to pull up your pansies and get 
the soil ready for some warm weather annuals. After 
you’ve  
planted your flowers, don’ t forget to mulch.  Put down a 
fresh supply of pine straw, crushed pine needles, pine bark, 
etc.  The mulch will not only conserve moisture in the hot 
summer days ahead, but will also add protection from 
weeds and make the area more attractive.   
2.  Moth balls are one of those forgotten jewels of the 
gardener.  If you sprinkle a few crushed near tomato plants, 
they wil l keep the rabbits and squirrels away.  Place a few 
by wasp nests to drive them away.  If you have a problem 
with moles, put a few in their runs.   
3.  Now is really the only safe time of the year to prune 
your 
azaleas, and only after they’ve bloomed. Just remove dead 
or 
overgrown branches is possible.  If the plant has gotten too 
big, cut it all the way back, or move it to another location. 
4. Fertilize your roses now with a 5-10-10 food.  You 
should 
continue to feed them every month until about two months 
before we can expect our first frost.   
5.  If you’d like more hummingbirds in your yard this year,  
think about planting honeysuckle, weigela, dianthus or 
hibiscus.  The trumpet shaped flowers will bring these great 
little birds into your yard.  If butterflies are what you enjoy 
seeing, plant lantana, abelia, spirea, butterfly bush, or rose 
of sharon.  Some of these plants will also attract the 
hummingbirds in the summer and goldfinches in the 
winter.

It’s that time of year when people around the 
neighborhood are out and about, walking and 
running to get in shape for the summer. 
 
Here are a few tips to remember for your safety: 
 
Before You Leave 
     *  Plan your outing.  Always tell someone 
where you are going and when you will return. Tell 
friends and family of your favorite exercise routes. 
     *  Know where telephones are located along the 
course. 
     *  Wear an identification tag or carry a driver’s 
license. If you don’t have a place to carry your ID, 
write your name,  phone number, and blood type 
on the inside of your athletic shoe. Include any 
medical information. 
     *  Don’t wear jewelry or carry cash. 
     *  Wear reflective material. 
     
 On the Road 
 
     *  Stay alert at all times. The more aware you 
are, the less vulnerable you are. 
     *  Run or walk with a partner or a dog. 
     *  Don’t wear headsets. If you wear them, you 
won’t hear an approaching car or attacker. Listen to 
your surroundings. 
     *  Consider carrying a cellular phone. 
     *  Exercise in familiar areas. Know which 
businesses or stores are open. 
     *  Vary your route. 
     *  Avoid unpopulated areas, deserted streets, 
and overgrown trails.
